Race Day Procedures & Guidelines for "Officer of the Day" (OOD)

 1:00. Race day will commence with the rostered OOD and the rescue boat crew ensuring the racecourse is set and the race controller has result sheets, start tapes, handicaps, pennants etc

1:15. The OOD will hold a pre-Race Briefing. & the First race of the day will commence when all sailors are in agreement, or if not by 1:30 at the latest

All Club races will be for a maximum duration of 20 minutes. From the “scratch” yacht start 
If after the 20 minute race time has elapsed and the leading yacht has crossed the finish line, the race controller will sound 5 quick sound signals to signify an additional 5 minutes for the rest of the fleet to finish the race. Yachts not crossing the finish line will be awarded a DNF (i.e.: last finisher + 1 point). If no yacht has crossed the finish line within 20 minutes the race will be abandoned and no points allocated
The next race will commence 10 minutes after all yachts have finished, or the 25 mins signal in the previous race, unless OOD calls a halt to racing for whatever reason.
E.g.: to shorten course, afternoon tea, safety reasons etc.

The OOD or race controller may call for a race to be started earlier than 10 minutes with unanimous agreement of all competing skippers

The N.M.S.C will not have a full protest committee for Club racing, but will settle disputes with 2 Committee members and the OOD`s casting Vote
All members are expected to conduct themselves in a fair and sportsman like manner and abide by the 10 Basic Racing Rules as specified by the NMSC
Any ongoing rule dispute will be resolved by Two Members of your Committee with a casting vote by the days OOD who witnessed the incident. 

All competing members are expected to pay a $3.00 race day fee to the race controller

Any visitor (i.e.: who is not a member of a VRYA affiliated club) must sign the Visitors book if they wish to be involved in any club activity.
A visitor may only sign the visitor’s book 6 times before becoming a member of the Nicholson Model sailing Club
 This is a "Public Liability" stipulation by our Insurance Company
